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Research Statement

Between the years 2017 and 2023, my academic research focused heavily on the opioid epidemic, but also featured
some work on direct-to-consumer genetic testing regarding ancestry and health results.

Opioid Epidemic Research. My opioid work took place before and during my time as Associate Director at the Center for
Drug & Health Studies (CDHS). This work was highly interdisciplinary and translational, featuring collaboration and
publications with folks across the UD campus (e.g., Sociology, Criminology, Public Health, Data Science Institute,
Engineering, Human Development & Family Studies, Math & Statistics, Center for Community Research & Service, and
Physical Therapy) and from other universities (e.g., Northeastern University, Duke, and University of Kentucky). It has
also featured collaboration by faculty, graduate students, private health care researchers (e.g., Christiana Care) and
Florida and Delaware state officials. To date, this research has produced 15 peer review papers and one op-ed.

My opioid-based research has also produced translational products that fuse research efforts/information into tools the
public can use to combat the opioid problem. They include a web-based dashboard (Delaware Opioid Metric Intelligence
project) that maps hot spots of opioid and crime problems, concentrated disadvantage and community resources by
neighborhood, zip code, house district and county) and the HeNN (Help Near & Now) smartphone app (a geospatial
locator for opioid abuse and recovery services and activities available in Delaware). Below are some of the conferences
when | presented work on DOMIP & HeNN.

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Direct-to-Consumer Genetic Testing & Ancestry/Health Results w/Dr. Asia Friedman

This rapid increase in public availability of and engagement with genetic health information raises a number of
pressing questions about how consumers understand their results and what they ultimately do with the
information they obtain. To begin addressing these questions, Dr. Friedman and | conducted a qualitative
research study, featuring exploratory interviews that examined how consumers react to the results of genetic
testing for health and ancestry and incorporate new genetic information into their sense of self and behavior. A
conceptual model that focuses on definitions of the self (e.g., culturally-based identities) as primary drivers of
behavior guided our data collection, focusing on how information about genetic disease risk affects people’s
identities, risk perceptions, and health-related behaviors. This research sheds light on consumers’
understanding of genetic information and could help direct future health behavior interventions.

Our first paper-- Motivations for Direct-to-Consumer Genetic Testing: Understanding Interpretations of Ancestry
Results” is currently out for review (at the Editor’s request- revise and resubmit) at Qualitative Sociology,
sociology’s leading journal for qualitative research. We are currently working on a second paper — about
genetic determinism and health behavior-- for submission to the 2024 annual meetings of the American
Sociological Association. Dr. Friedman and | plan to publish this paper after the conference and will likely
identify a third paper for peer review. Also, at least one university press—Rutgers—has expressed interest in a
book-length manuscript on our work.

Future Projects & Collaborations

It is likely that my future research efforts will continue addressing the opioid epidemic and new legislative
developments that alter the legality of drugs (e.g., marijuana and hallucinogens) in American. However, unlike
my past empirical work on substance abuse, | suspect my future work will be more archival in nature and
targeted to increased public sociology-type outlets.

| continue to be curious about medicalization and the dominance of deterministic-type thinking and actions in

our society. New forms of deviance also remain on my radar. So, | look forward to seeing how these ideas
develop as | finish out my career at UD.
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Teaching Statement

For most of this review period, | had course reductions due to my role as Associate Director of CDHS and the
various federal grants on the opioid problem that | directed (please see my workload chart). | also had a 1-year
sabbatical, which was also funded by my federal grants. And, like my colleagues, | taught classes during the
Covid-19 campus shutdown of live classes.

The next page displays the classes | taught during the 2017 to 2023 timeframe. Most have been in my steady
rotation since | joined the faculty at UD in 2000. For example, | taught SOCI/CRJU302- Social Deviance and
SOCI/CRJU369- Alcohol, Drugs & Crime numerous times during the review period. Another regular class for
me is the graduate seminar — SOCI606- on qualitative methodology. | taught this class three times during the
review period.

There are three new courses | taught or developed during this timeframe e. The first is a SOCI/CRJU367- a
seminar on The Opioid Epidemic. A second new course was SOCl444- Qualitative Inquiry — as a capstone
undergraduate class. Finally, | am currently teaching SOCI209- Social Problems, which is a course | am
committed to teaching well into the future given the retirement of faculty who taught the course.

| have taught all these classes, with the exception of SOCI606 and SOCI444, in both in-person and online
formats during Fall & Spring semesters. | fully embrace online platforms in the pedagogical mission and work
in all of my classes. Thus, | build Canvas pages for each class and build them out to include content, grading,
interaction etc for and with students.

My teaching approach is critical-thinking oriented and increasingly geared toward problem-solving in the real
world. | have high standards for my students and makes those clear and achievable for all. | also see it as my
mission to foster the successful professional development of my students, not simply to teach them the
academic or disciplinary content relevant to the course. Because of this, | bring a wide variety of multi-media
sources and guest speakers into the classroom. Most of the guest speakers have been non-academics. One
highlight guest speaker was the Honorable Delaware Attorney General Kathleen Jennings who guest lectured in
my Spring SOCI/CRJU302 and SOCI/CRJU367 classes (please see attached flyer). This was opened to the UD
community and broadcast on Zoom as well. The Gore Hall class had 50+ attendees with another 20+ logged in
on Zoom.
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The course evaluation table below generally shows positive assessment of me as an instructor and of the
course itself. Scores are generally higher when more students complete the evaluations. | have learned from
students and other faculty, that teaching styles and content must evolve not only after the Covid epidemic but
also as the generations change.

During this review period, | have mentored many students at the graduate and undergraduate levels. | have
served on at least 7 dissertation committees (e.g., Jascha Wagner, Joshua Stout, Logan Neitzke Spruill, Sachin
Gavali, Jiamin Qi, Kelly Duran, Madeline Stenger) and more Master’s Thesis committees (both inside and
outside the department) than | can recall. | also have enrolled at least one undergraduate student per
semester in an independent study.
